Sidney Brownsberger was born in Ohio September 20, 1845. He became attrected to
Adventist teachings while he was a studert at the University of Michiganin Ann Arbor. He assumed
an important role in early Adventist education when he became the first president of Battle Creek
Collegein Michigan (1874-1881) and then the first president of Healdsburg College in Cdifornia
(1882-1887). In 1909 he helped to establish the Asheville Agricultural School and Mountan
Sanitariumnear Fletcher, North Carolina. He died August 13, 1930, in Fletcher, North Carolina.

They are gifts from Dr. John Brownsberger, son
of Sidney Brownsberger, through his wife, Mrs. John (Els€) Brownsberger, and through his
daughter, Mrs. Barbara Casteen. A few items from the family papers which had already been given
to the Heritage Room in 1972 and 1973 -- mainly copies of letters written by Ellen G. White -- were
reincorporated into the papers.
