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Biography

Melvin “Mel” Rees was born in Portland, Oregon, on September 3, 1906.  After
graduating from Walla Walla College he served in various capacities in New York, the
North Pacific region, and the North American Division.  For over 35 years, Rees
specialized in biblical stewardship, teaching and speaking on the subject in all 50 states
and around the world, as well as authoring 12 books, 4 cassette series, and 3 video
series.  Rees passed away November 17, 2004, at Battle Ground, Washington. 

Scope and Context

Mel Rees was a leading writer and proponent of stewardship education in the
Seventh-day Adventist denomination during the second half of the 20  century.  Theth

Mel Rees Papers provides a good sample of many of his writings on this topic.  His
writings were translated into various languages for use around the world.  

In this collection are many notebooks of sermon notes largely on stewardship. 
He also maintained topical files also largely on stewardship topics.  A significant series
is his collection of Ellen G. White quotations on stewardship.  These are arranged by
sub-topics within the overall theme of stewardship.

A review of the Table of Contents for the collection shows the series and sub-
series for the papers.  Note that when received, the sermons and the much of the Ellen
White compilations were in 3-ring binders or notebooks.  For preservation purposes, the
contents were removed from the binders.
